Any member of the Academy can make nomi-
nations. The recipient of this award should demonstrate excellence in professional achievement as
well as being admired for ethical behavior and interpersonal skills.

(Note: this award focuses more on professional work in health physics, whereas the William McAd-
ams Award focuses more on service to the AAHP and the American Board of Health Physics [ABHP].)

The eligibility requirements are to be:
1. A member of the AAHP for at least 10 years.
2. A champion of professional standards and ethics.

Nominating a deserving member of the AAHP requires the following:
1. A nomination letter.
2. Abrief biographical resume of the nominee’s career.
3. Adescription of the nominee’s service to the profession and the AAHP.
4. At least three reference letters in support of the nomination from other AAHP members.

Candidates’ names need to be submitted to the AAHP Nominating Committee before 1 March 2018.
The selection committee for this distinguished award is comprised of the AAHP Professional Stan-
dards and Ethics Committee chair, the past president of the AAHP, and the past chair of the ABHP.

The award will be presented at the AAHP Awards Luncheon during the 63 Annual Meeting of the
Health Physics Society in Cleveland, Ohio.
