WILLIAM A. MCADAMS OUTSTANDING SERVICE AWARD

It is a pleasure and honor to announce Govind R. Rao as the recipient of the 2018 McAdams 
Award! 
 
The award was established in 1989 and is presented annually by the American Board of Health 
Physics and the American Academy of Health Physics to honor a certified health physicist who 
has made significant contributions toward the advancement of professionalism in health physics 
and to the certification process. 
 
Govind received his undergraduate degree in Physics and Math from University of Poona in India 
in 1966 and two Masters degrees in Physics from the Indian Institute of Technology in 1968 and 
the University of Pittsburgh in 1969. He also received his Ph.D. in Nuclear Physics from the 
University of Pittsburgh in 1974. 
 
Govind has over 40 years of experience in Health Physics and has authored / co-authored 46 
publications / presentations. His roles and experience have been diverse, ranging from a 
Radiation Safety Officer position at the US Testing Company in Richland Washington to managing 
the dosimetry programs at the Testing Company and at Oak Ridge National Laboratory (ORNL). 
Since 1988, he has held various leadership positions responsible for the dosimetry programs at 
ORNL. In 2002, he took on the leadership role responsible for the entire Dosimetry Services 
Group (internal and external dosimetry program) at ORNL. 
 
Govind is a model leader of the American Board of Health Physics (ABHP). Since becoming 
certified in 1990, Govind has dedicated much of his time to further professionalism in the field by 
holding several positions on the Board. Govind served on the ABHP Part 2 Panel of Examiners 
from 1999 through 2008, and chaired the Panel in 2006. After that, Govind served for five years 
on the American Board of Health Physics, serving as its Chair in 2013. While deserving of a rest 
after 14 years of continuous service, Govind then moved to the Part 1 Panel in 2014 where he 
has served to this day. 
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Govind exemplifies sustained, dedicated, and outstanding service to the ABHP that symbolizes 
the McAdams Award.
