A Message from the Treasurer 

F irst the good news-there will be no increases in fees 
for the coming year. The first installment of my 

report deals with our income for the 1998-99 budget year. 
We have four main sources of income: exam fees. 
members' fees, continuing education courses, and interest. 
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More than a third of the income is from examination fees. 
Consequemly , our income is heavily dependent on the 
exam process and on the number of candidates who apply 
for examination. We are currently working closely with 
the Secretariat to clearly differentiate between fixed and 
variable examination costs. Obviously, the panels 
preparing the examination must meet and we must 
correspond with candidates. However, we need to become 
more aware of the variable costs so that we can predict 
our income with greater certainty. Next time. how we 
spend our funds!
